Open letter to Maryland Chapter J and all
GWRRA members

ell you guys surprised me in
WNovember with the going away
Party!

| think WE surprised a few people when | let
it slip that we weren'’t necessarily going to
GO AWAY!

At that time | was having a lot of trouble with
my prospective new boss about the terms
for our move to San Diego. (You had heard
we might be moving right?)

Anyway, it seems that as of me writing this,
we WILL be moving to San Diego sometime
between January and March 2007.

This wasn'’t an easy decision to make,
leaving our home in Maryland.

We lived in San Diego 21 years ago. Fred
our 21 year old son was born in San Diego.
We moved from there to Baltimore. | arrived
here on December 5th a rainy, sleety, dark,
cold evening. As | drove through the city

(lost) and saw all the row houses | groaned
out loud.

“l came all the way from San Diego and now
I’'m back in Liverpool!”

You see Liverpool our home town in UK is
also an industrial city with a port, harbor, car
plant (also closed down) a shipyard (also
closed down) and lots of row houses.

So in a way | was at home the minute |
arrived in this area.

At the time | didn’t own a motorcycle, |
hadn’t ridden since we left UK in 1983. With
the kids growing up and us being on a
different continent, | never got the time. We
lived up in Perry Hall for a couple of years,
and then moved to Greenbelt when |
changed jobs and started working in DC.
After a couple of years there we decided to
buy a house, unfortunately we couldn’t
afford one! Or so we thought.

Then one evening | met a gentleman who
told me | hadn’t tried Gambrills yet.

He laughed when | asked him where the
heck that was.

It was probably one of the best things that
ever happened to us when he told us about
the place. We immediately went to find it
and put in an offer on the first house that
became available. 30 days later we lived
there, just that quickly!

Most people have heard us talk about the
places we've lived and worked: England,
Holland, Canada, Brazil, Louisiana, and
California. We didn’t realize then that
Gambrills was going to be the place where
we would live longer than anywhere else
we’d been, except for the homes we grew
up in.

After a couple of years working in
construction | got back into the Marine
Engineering World where | grew up. Shortly
after starting with the new company a major
political clash took place and the Program
Manager was replaced overnight. In his
place came a long haired, loud, motorcycle
riding, New Yorker: Mike Maloney.

We had our own opinions of how things
worked, but somehow we managed to find a
working relationship that turned into
something exceptional. We succeeded
where nobody else could. Whenever one of
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us came up with an idea the other saw it and
improved on it.

Then Mike started to have trouble with his
motorcycle. | suggested a few things, fixed a
couple of things. Mike said “How the heck
do you now so much about bikes?” | had to
admit that | rode for almost 20 years before |
came to the States, but not since.

Mike decided | had to have a bike, and
almost immediately found a Suzuki
GS1100E in a basement. It didn’t run.

| resisted for at least 30 minutes before he
persuaded me to go look at it. The rest is
history!

Mike’s Yamaha Venture was on its last legs
and he asked what he should buy next? |
gave him the benefit of my experience.

“If you want the best, most reliable
motorcycle, you have to buy a Gold Wing”
He wasn't really keen | don't believe, but
then he found a GL1500. Test rode it and
was hooked (That's your bike Don Cain!).
He bought it and hasn’t looked back since;
which got me yearning for a Wing. Looking
through the local paper | found one which
was a “Basket Case”. It came in many,
many pieces. Mike gave me the Yamaha
and | traded it for an engine and parts at
Baltimore Cycle Salvage.

Franken Wing was born!

Over several months of trading and dealing |
got it running and bolted a sidecar on it so
the whole family could go ride at the same
time.

Meanwhile Mike unfortunately had a nasty
accident one night in DC when he was rear
ended at a red light and broke his neck. The
Wing was rebuilt sooner than he was. He
walked around in a “Halo” for several
months. He told me to come and his ride the
Wing so the battery wouldn’t die. Then he
insisted | buy it as he wouldn’t be riding
again.

So | had TWO Gold Wings.

For some reason | had formed an opinion
that GWRRA was some big, cold, political
organization that was so regimented that |
wouldn’t want to be a part of it. (Don’t ask
me where or how this occurred to me). Then

reading the Motorcycle Times/Winding
Roads magazine that's given away free in
stores, | noticed there was a GWRRA
